
BURGHLEY EVENT PONY

Open to PC members who have not reached the age of 18 before 1st Jan 2011.

Ponies not to exc 153cms.

Format

A short Dressage Test, which includes extended trot, immediately followed by 5 S/J type fences and then straight on to 5 XC fences. All fences are a max of 92cms. The S/Js are bright and spooky . The XC fences are fairly straightforward but solid and up to height.

The competition is judged on style with 70 marks for Dressage , 100 for Jumping style and 30 for overall style. No set faults for a pole down or a run out but 3 refusals = elimination. No marks for Conformation.

Snaffle or Double Bridles only. Flash, Drop or Cavesson nosebands only with Snaffle bridle. No Martingales. Boots ok in both phases. Tack should be brown or black as should Numnahs.

Riders should wear a Tweed Jacket, Cream or yellow jods , hat , gloves and a PC tie or stock. If spurs worn , they must be BLUNT.

Turnout is of an immaculate standard and ponies must be plaited.

The competition takes place on Sunday 4th September. The journey time from Prestwick to Burghley is approx 7 ½ hours.

Stabling is NOT on site but is available locally at a cost of approx £25 / night. Full riding facilities will be available at stables.

We would advise travelling on the Friday and it may be possible for the 2 members to team up if they wish.

Riders MUST become members of P (UK) Junior Riders Club at a cost of £20. (We have the forms).

Aly Boswell will be on hand to help you walk the course and warm up.

We will be issued with 1 Horsebox Pass & 4 Admission tickets for the Sunday. ( We can apply for 1 extra Horsebox Pass ).All other passes required for Sunday and any other days can be purchased on the Burghley website.

Accommodation is at a premium around the HT area. A list of local Hotels and B & Bs is available on the Burghley HT website.

Our entries must be with P (UK) by the end of July.

The successful 2 members and a reserve will be announced at Senior Camp Prize Giving. This allows us time for some extra training and to make all the arrangements.

We cannot stress enough what a honour this is for our Branch. We hope those of you who wish to be considered for this and eventually the 2 successful members are as excited about this as we are. Aly is looking forward to working with you all and we are sure that you will have an experience which you will remember for the rest of your lives.
